Ok, I'm going to give this a try. Here's what I've been up to, I'm an Audiophile and love to takle Complex Systems such as my 12 Speaker Premium Bose System. I own a 2004 Audi A8L Quattro D3 and wanted to Upgrade the Sound System, so I did my homework and research beforehand. I purchased the Bentley Publishing Repair Manual (DVD) to how to Disassimble the Body Parts, how the Car is Wired (Sound System) and location of Components. So here's what I did: Replaced the Front Dash Speakers with 2" AfterMarket Mid-Ranges - Replaced the Front Door 8" Subs w/7" Full Range Woofers - Added a Set of 1" Tweeters to Front Door Grills and Connected them to 2-Way Passive Eletronic Crossovers (Paralleling Woofer & Mid-Range). Next thing was the Rear Doors: Replaced 6.5" Woofers and 2" Tweeters with AfterMarket Component Sets connected to 2-Way Crossovers. Last thing was to add a Custom 10" AfterMarket Sub firing thru the Ski-Thru Compartment. I will continue this in a new box: Stay Tuned!

Well I guess I will continue here in this box since it seems to have unlimited space. As stated in the opening box, I have upgraded my Sound System. I ran all new wiring except for the Front Dash Speakers which were an After-Thought to fill a Specific Frequency that was missing. It was just more practical to utilize the existing wires at that point of the Install. Anyway, since the System is Optical, you have to Tap into the Speaker Wires after the Amp. This required some High Grade Electronics to do this, so here is the list: Frequency Summing Device (SSI), EQ Curve & Crossover Canceling Device (441), Channel Splitter (2XS), EQ (EQS), Amps (STL 600/1 & STL 320/4). Now here's the issues: During Powering & Tuning Process (Many, Many Hours, Days, Weeks, Months) I have Drained the Battery to Dead. I had to purchase a Charging System to help with this problem. I had gotten use to hearing each and every Relay doing its job to wake up everything like string music. I had gotten use to watching the screen for the Message "Please Start Engine w/in 3 Minutes" to avoid shut down and did this religiously like clock-work. At some point I noticed that it was taking longer for the system to wake up and the Screen would stay Dark with no Action or any knob functions for long periods. I notice less clicking of Relays going on and then "Boom" I get an Emergency Park Brake Indicator which I can live with, but after one day trying to play around with the Parking Brake Lever, I started getting the Warning Buzzer and then the Brake light Indicator Flashing. I went to the Dealership and after Vag-Com Diag it showed problem with Left Parking Brake Motor, after he pulled it, he found out that there is No-Power to it at all. I had them order the Part, but they said that it may not be the Motor. I tend to agree with them because the next thing to go wrong was my Car Monitoring Button Stop working and would reset the MMI. The next thing to happen was the MMI went Dead. Hel

It sounds like a fantastic sound system. It definitely sounds like the battery has been working to hard and, as a preliminary step, I would replace it. Replacing the battery will tell you whether your battery is making your car haywire or something else is.

Next, the parking brake malfunction. I am sure the dealership knows what they are doing and are taking care of that concern. However, if the battery voltage gets too low, one of the first malfunctions you will get in the instrument cluster is the parking brake. Not because it's broken, but those motors loose their basic settings if voltage drops below their threshold.

The MMI stopped working due to a malfunctioning module or an open in the fiber optic cable loop. As you probably know, all media modules (radio, nav, sat, cd, phone, etc.) are connected in series. If one fails, the whole MMI shuts down. I am going to recommend running a ring break diagnosis with an Audi-compatible scan tool. The ring break diagnosis finds the faulty module 90% of the time. Also, as you seem to know this car pretty well, as a second option, you can unplug each module one at a time and loop the fiber optic cables. If the MMI comes back on after you remove, i.e. the cd player, than that's your problem. I will leave it to you to figure out how to loop the fiber optic cable when a component is removed. There are "MOST repeaters" on the market for this purpose. 

And, now for the bad news. The D3 A8 has an energy management control module. This module has its grubby fingers in everything. It monitor the battery - voltage, current, temperature, etc. It monitors all components that are drawing power - heated seats, rear defroster, headlights, the MMI, etc. And worst of all, it shuts down things that are drawing too much power. The modules only cares about being able to start the engine. That's it. If something upsets the available power to the engine, the module steps in and "takes care of it." My concern is that this improved sound system is drawing a lot more power than the energy management control module will allow. My recommendation is that a comprehensive analysis is done of the battery, charging system, and the energy management control module. There are measuring value blocks in the scan tool that will tell you what your power consumption is. If something is out of balance, this will need to be addressed. Perhaps rewire the entire MMI to run on it's own battery supply, separate from the energy module. Perhaps a bigger generator - this one is tricky. There are a lot of factors to be considered, so do your research.

I hope this helps. Feel free to let me know what you find.

I can tell that you know what you are talking about. I just received my Ross-Tech Delivery a few minutes ago and I figured that it would be well worth the $349 + Shipping to get it and save on the Dealership's Repeated Vag-Com cost since I have invested time money into research and resources for this car. I know more than I care to know about the A8 D3 by having the Service Manual, Blog Sites, Sound System Upgrade and the New Vag-Com (VCDS) System. I think that after all of Charging and Re-charging that I may have Blown some some of Power Management Relay and there is one that controls the Left Rear Parking Brake Motor. After talking with the Service Tech at Audi and finding out that there is no power what so ever going to that motor, and then a few days later after an Exstensive Auditioning of the New Sound System (Tuning Completed), I may have Heavily Taxed the Enery System. I would never Start the Engine after the warnig "Start Engine w/In 3 Minutes", but simply just turn the key to the right to light up the Dash (Custer) and that would reset the Warning. However, I knew that when that started I would soon have to turn on the Charger that I left connected to the Battery. The next day I got in the Car to drive it and pushed Power on the MMI, the Screen Pop Up, but stayed Black with no sound or any working Buttons and has been this way every since then. I went and Pulled Every Fuse (LF Dash, RF Dash, LR Luggage, RR, Luggage) and Inspected them, but none were blown. I then Pulled the 2 accessible Relays in the Right Rear Luggage Compartment, could not tell if there was a problem by simply looking at them. I called the Audi Parts Department and that is when I found out that there is a Relay that Controls Power Management and as well as other unknown Components (maybe MMI). I remember all of the Click Patterns that would occur when I would start the MMI up and some of those clicks would come from Relays in that Location. I did notice one more new thing that happened and that was after not working on or driving the Car for 2 to 3 days, it went totally Dead on its own. Also, I would always notice that the Nav DVD would start up by its self with a Solid Steady Red Lights and then a Relay would click and shut it down. Now it only comes on when remote open the doors or start the Engine, but now it's just Blinking Red Lights and then goes off after a few seconds instead of 3 to 5 minutes when everything was normal. So, as stated earlier in this reply, I now have VCDS (Vag-Com) and I guess I better learn how to use this Computer Diag Set-up ASAP (Crash Course) so that I can Pin Point the Problems. What do you think so far after this reply? Does any of this change your thinking (Relays/Energy Management Module/Fuses/Components)? Your advise regarding my issues are greatly appreciated, even on how to use VCDS! Thanks:) Williebone.

The VCDS is a great investment. Your battery most likely died due to a module staying 'awake' (modules shut down after a pre-defined period after the vehicle is locked). You will have to perform a parasitic draw test to determine if that is right.

A note about the no power to parking motor thing. The parking motors are controlled by a module (parking brake control module), which is located under the battery in a body cavity. Check power to that module before worrying about power to the motors. 

I definitely still recommend disconnecting one module at a time to try to bring the MMI back online. The nav module seems to be behaving strangely and that is one module worth unplugging. No screen shots and audio dropouts are symptoms of a failed MMI module. 

To reset the MMI, hold the following buttons simultaneously for one second: 'Setup' (or your lower left button), rotary knob (the big one), and the top right arrow key (the top right of the four that surround the rotary knob).

Ask dealership to run your VIN and see if there are any software updates available for 

the MMI (any module) and the energy management module. Some issues can be fixed with a simple software flash. 

Spend a lot of time 'mapping' the measuring value blocks in your modules with the VCDS. Get a feel for what they are telling you. The MVBs change with each module. There are still live readings up to MVB 200 or so. Don't stop scrolling through your blocks once it states 'not available' (i.e. it may show MVB 1-20, nothing to 42, and then start showing info again in MVB 43).

Well you are on top of your game and since you bought up some new things here in you new reply, I will address them and then we can rap this up. I have used the Reset Function many times because it is the only way to get the MMI to Reset Quickly after trying to use the Car Function Button. If I don't Reset it, then it takes a while for it to Reset by it self which is what happens when I try to see if the Car Button is working. Now for the Can Of Worms you opened: I had the Original 2004 Nav Disc and did not want to pay the OEM price for the 2010 Nav Disc, so after being on a Blog Site and finding an Organization who claims that for $89 I can have the Latest Update, I then purchased it. When I received it, I put it in the Nav DVD and it began to update somethings (Map, MMI, etc), but stop and locked up after 80% completion. I complained several times and each time they would just send a new Disc. I put the old version back in until a new Disc would arrive and after the 3rd Disc I gave up and just left it in the Nav DVD and the next day I noticed that I had all new Maps. I would frequently get the Message "Please Check Disc" or "Can Not Read Disc" and now the same message occurs with the Original Disc. It is funny that you bring this up because I have been considering removing the NAV DVD and having the Optical Manually Cleaned since I can't just put a Cleaning Disc in it. Anyway, I think that we have touched on everything that I dealt with so far. I will rap this up and Pay after your response in hopes that this sheds more light on a few things. Thanks:) Williebone.

P.S. I have a Multi Function Charger that checks Alt, Quick Start, Charging, etc.... and numerous other things. The funny thing is that sometime there is a Message on its Screen that Says something like: "Bad or Dead Battery Cell". I did not know if this is regarding my Battery or Something with the Charging Unit I was using. Anyway, I would simply hit Standby and Unplug the Power Cord then replug Power Cord. This would clear the Message on the Charger and continue Charging Battery with no more Message.

I do have just a few more insights.

It sounds like you have done everything right as far as trying to clean discs, ordering new nav discs, etc. However, about a year ago, Audi released an MMI update for the A6, Q7, and, I believe, the A8. Normally these updates simply update the software to allow for new nav discs and newer cell phones. This recent update involved two discs. It basically updated the firmware (got rid of all the old useless stuff, remapped the modules, and basically 'cleaned it up'). The second disc then uploaded the new software to handle new cell phones, nav discs, updated car functions (i.e. TPMS), and cd player changes. I want to say it is called the Zug update.

I have also seen A8 navigation units malfunction due to moisture. The discs in the original units would have a layer of condensation on them. This would be best checked first thing in the morning. The updated nav units are supposed to have fixed that issue. Obviously, moisture on the disc will cause the nav to read incorrect data or not read the disc at all.

Batteries are made of six 2.1V cells. These cells are connected. I also have seen the "Bad Cell" message on chargers. Some are due to one cell going bad. Others simply loose connection with the other cells. They are connected in series, and the intermittent open circuit caused by corrosion will cause weird electrical behavior. A8 batteries are expensive, but I still recommend replacing yours. Whatever you do, be careful. I have heard horror stories about 'bad cell' batteries exploding while they are on the charger. Due to the energy management control module, a new battery will have to be 'coded' to the vehicle. 

Finally, this may sound dumb, but if something spills on the MMI switch pack around the shifter (due to the horrible location of the cup holders), the MMI will malfunction in strange and unpredictable ways. So, before you dig into the MMI modules, make sure all your buttons are clean and don't stick. I have had good luck with using glass cleaner as a cleaning agent for those buttons. Use a little bit, let it soak, and gently wipe the buttons clean. Too much of or the wrong solvent will take the paint right off.

I think that it is time to put the VCDS in play, so I'm going to read the Manual tonight to gain some Funtionality of this Software and will be performing some of your suggested Test. I have my Ideas of what may be the Culprit and I hope that Vag-Com will point it out in the morning. With all that I have described to you, I think that you have done a Very Good job at suggesting potential causes and your reply will close our session and I will pay. Thanks for everything

Well I'll leave this info for your reply. I went and had the Battery Tested as suggested and you were Right! The Battery is Shot and this may have happened from the Repeated Draining to Zero/Dead and ReCharging it without driving it and ignoring the "Start Engine w/In 3 Minutes" Warning. Instead of Turning the Key to right every 5 minutes to cancel the Warning, I should have driven the car to recharge it and not just Manually Charged it. So I guess that there is a Fall-Out from doing this and I'm thinking "Energy Management Control Module"! As for the New System Upgrade, it is wired Directly to the Battery and not Thru the Bose System. Only the Speaker Wires from the the Bose Amp is connected to the AfterMarket Equipment, although I did use the Yellow & White Wake-Up Wire at the Bose Amp for the Remote-Turn-On to 1 Aftermarket Unit which Triggers the other Units. So, I ran VCDS today and did Auto Scan of the Car for DTCs and there were things like: "Implausible Signal", "No Signal/Communication", "Open or Short To Plus", Voltage "Lower Limit Exceeded", "Electrical Fault In Circuit", "Cannot Be Reached", "Defective", "Short To Ground". Here is the Short Stick of the Scan Results:

Thank you for this complete data log. I apologize for taking so long to respond. 

Our first step is to replace that battery. If we don't, the next steps will be futile. Any battery with the same DIN rating will do, but I am going to strongly recommend an Audi battery (supplier should be Varta).

Next, we are going to erase all the faults. Erase all the faults, twice. Faults are erased in sequence from top to bottom, but some faults will not erase until other faults are erased. There should be a general prompt to erase all faults in all modules. I prefer to enter each module individually and erase them one by one. It's a lot more tedious, but also a whole lot more accurate. Start from the top, work your way down, then do it again - starting at the top.

Now run a scan again and see which faults return and/or will not erase. Attach that data log.

Note: I am going to start with some general information and then address specific areas with more detail. I am also going to use module addresses to identify modules (i.e. engine is 01, ABS is 03, etc.)

Keep a charger on the new battery on at all times.

'Voltage lower limit exceeded' faults are due to insufficient battery voltage supplied to module/component. 

'No signal/no communication' faults are most likely due to unplugged modules (i.e. brief ignition cycle while door panels are off due to speaker install).

Open/short circuit to plus, short to ground, and electrical fault in circuit issues will have to be monitored. Let's not worry about those at this time.

Control module 'defective' faults are usually self-explanantory. However, let's see what happens on the second scan. No need to replace anything just yet.

There are 'Key' fault codes in 05 & 25. Test key fob batteries. If below 3.10 volts, replace them. Then see if remotes operate as requested. 

There are flap motor faults in 08. These flap motors do fail. I would either replace them, or ignore those faults. We'll have to keep an eye on the footwell heater faults. It may be a wiring issue.

There are updated gold-plated airbag connectors available for the rear seat side airbags. That's your fault in 15. The connectors are under the rear seat. Connectors available at dealership.

Some of the faults in 17 concern me. Once again, clear and reassess the faults. We may have a defective cluster. 

In regards to the MMI, the data log indicates that it is non-operational. We need to have the MMI up and running for at least one minute to be able to access the 07 and read out its fault memory. Unplug modules and loop the fiber optic data bus, or something to get some sort of fault read-out from the MMI. The 07 is the boss. It cannot be looped out. If it has failed, it can only be replaced. The good news is that 19 is only storing a no communication fault, not 07 failed fault. The 07 is J523.

Two more things. I like that you used an existing wake-up wire to signal ON your sound system. That is going to prevent it from coming on and draining the battery.

It sounds to me like you hard-wired the sound system directly to the battery. This bypasses the energy management control module. It therefore cannot correctly assess the condition of the battery. If everything ends up working correctly, great. If not, we may have to consider running a separate battery for the sound system (i.e. an Optima battery).

I will be curiously waiting to see what the new data log looks like. Hopefully, everything will clear out and the new battery will bring everything back on line.

Ditto on the above statement and I'm glad that you were able to gather more Intell from VCDS Scan. Although I had the Battery checked at Walmart, I'm going to go out this morning and have it Verified one more time from a different Garage before I order the Battery.

I have learned a Great Deal about the Energy Management Control Module and it seems that it is doing what it was ment to do. I think that I am Competent enough to Install the New Battery and Code its Part# and Serial# in VCDS with hopes the EMC Module will see that Battery has been fully Restored. I have High Hopes that knowing how the Problems all started is the Key to Fixing It (Battery/EMC)!

I will follow your Clearing Proceedure even though VCDS has Global DTC clearing capability from one Location that clear all at once. As for the MMI, you have put a smile on face in hopes that it too make wake up once Restore Culprit# 1 (Battery) back to Factory Status. Well I guess it's time get this show rolling, so I'm off to get a second opinion on the Battery and then order the New which should arrive by Wed or Thurs this week. I hope that our Post will be lesson for all Audi Owners regarding the Problems that happen when the Battery goes Bad and why there's a Chain Reaction from the EMC Module.

Tip: the front bolt that keeps the battery wedged into its location is threaded into the body. These threads can easily strip out or worse, the threaded bung will break off the bottom of the metal.

I went to a friends Garage today to have a second opinion on the Battery and I'm glad that I didn't jump the Gun because of Walmart's opinion. The Battery Passed all test including Aternator and I'm thinking that the other morning Walmart caught the Battery at a Low Stage because of the Draining that is happening at Night time. This morning I thru the Battery on the Charger knowing that something is happening to cause it to be drained after a few days, so I locked the Doors last night and threw it on the charger for a few hours before I drove it today and it is good to go.

So, let me know what you think about this next move! I think that after all of the Draining to low and dead power may have caused the Battery Module to Reset to Default losing the Code (PN# & SN#) tricking the Energy Management Control Module into thinking it needs to do a Re-routing of Energy. I'm going to Plug VCDS back in tonight or in the morning and open that Battery Module and look at its Coding to see if it Matches the Battery's PN# & SN#. If it does then I think that the next move is to have the Car Re-Flashed with the thinking that Killing the Battery several times over has taken some modules out of Ready Mode and set them to Default Status or effected the EMC Module. After talking with my friend, he thought that all of this could be the most likely Scenario. What is your opinion at this stage since the Battery Passed all test? Thanks

Well Mike, I cleared the DTCs as instructed from Top to Bottom and did it once again from Top to Bottom. I then did another Auto Scan to see what returned and of course there were Faults that would not let me Clear them out and they were MMI & Park Brake Related. However, I went from 30 or so Faults down to about 11 of them left and here they are. I did notice that Level Control, Telematics & Airbag came back. I Bolded everything of importance to make it easier to spot.

Now regarding today's visit to Audi. I went thinking we would be Flashing the Car, but I learned each Module has to be Flashed Individually, so somehow it ended up being a "Clear all possible DTCs Session" and that realy wasn't my mission today with them since I was capable of doing that on my own. However, the Tech did try some Quick Tricks with 2 of the MMI Units (CD & DVD Components) and that was to do Optical Loop Test with them. He unplugged the Optical see if we could see the Red Lights and we did on both Units. He then plugged an Optical Loop Tool on to the Lines of Both Units and cycled the Key, but we still did not get the MMI to wake up. He suggested that I do the same thing to the Amp, Sat Radio, Radio, and Control Head. He also suggested pulling the Battery Cables and touching them together to Discharge the Car and then Reconnect them. He told me to go to Radio Shack and get a $10 Meter (Ohm/Volts) and pull the Battery out to get to the Parking Brake Module and test the line. Maybe you can give me a "How To Step by Step" on Testing it.

So, long story short is I paid for a Few Short Test Remedies, an Auto Scan and Conversation as I did get to stay with him for the Hour. I told him everything that I have told you although it seems like he is trained to plug in and let the Computer do the Work. Needless to say, he did not take much interest in reading our Post that I printed out, but he seems to be a good Tech.

I was told that Re-Coding the Battery Module is not good because it will make the Battery work harder thinking it's now New. As for the Battery Module, I noticed that it had a Default Selected that did not match the Varta Batter PN# that Audi gave me. I selected the only other Option which had some of the PN#s in it and hit Code It! I went back to see if it stayed and it did not, it went back to the Funny Looking PN#. I told the Tech this and he said you can enter any number you want and it doesn't matter since Audi no longer cares about tracking these Varta Batteries. The PN# is 000915105DL from Audi, but mine ends with AK instead of DL neither of which shows up in VCDS. So, let me know your thoughts. Thanks
